Pritomny ¢as jednoduchy pouzivame, ked hovorime o:

pravidelnych ¢innostiach:

I always drive to work./ Do prdce jazdim vZdy autom.

stavoch a stalych situaciach:

The chef doesn’t come from Italy. / Séfkuchdr nepochddza z Talianska.

so slovesami vyjadrujucimi pocity (hate, like, love, atd.), stav mysli (believe, know, need, prefer,
remember, seem, think, understand, want, atd.) alebo zmyslové vnimanie(feel, hear, see, atd.):

Pritomny Cas piebehovy (Present Continuous) pouzivame, ked hovorime o:

dejoch, ktoré prave prebiehaju:

Most of the guests are sitting on the outdoor patio at the moment. / Vidcsina hosti prdve sedi na
vonkajsej terase.

docasnych situdaciach:

I’'m working at Tuco’s bar during the summer break. / Cez letné prdzdniny pracujem v bare u
Tuca.

Predpritomny ¢as jednoduchy (Present Perfect Simple)

Predpritomny ¢as jednoduchy pouzivame, ked hovorime o dejoch a situaciach, ktoré:

dejoch, ktoré zacali v minulosti a pokracuju aZ doteraz:

Zoe has been sleeping since two o clock. / Zoe spi od druhej hodiny.

dejoch, ktoré trvali po nejaku dobu (a mozno stale trvaju) a ich désledok vidime teraz:

I’'m tired because |’'ve been cleaning the house all day./ Som unaveny/d, pretoZe som cely den
upratoval/a dom.

Predpritomny ¢as jednoduchy vs priebehovy (Present Perfect Simple vs Present Perfect Continuous)

Predpritomny C¢as priebehovy pouzZivame, ked chceme zdéraznit priebeh deja:

I’'ve been baking biscuits all morning. / Piekol/piekla som susienky celé dopoludnie.



Predpritomny ¢as jednoduchy (Present Perfect Simple) pouzivame, ked chceme zdéraznit vysledok
ukonéeného deja:
I’'ve baked 200 biscuits./ Upiekol/upiekla som 200 susienok.

Minuly ¢as jednoduchy (Past Simple)
Minuly ¢as jednoduchy pouZivame, ked hovorime o:

e dejoch a situdcidch, ktoré zacali a aj skoncili v minulosti, ¢asto s uvedenim casu:
We bought this house in 2013. / Tento dom sme kupili v roku 2013.
e slede udalosti, ktoré sa stali jedna za druhou:
Messi kicked the ball and it flew into the net. / Messi kopol do lopty a td vletela do siete.

Minuly ¢as priebehovy (Past Continuous)
Minuly ¢as priebehovy pouzivame, ked hovorime o:

e dejoch, ktoré prebiehali v uréitom ¢ase v minulosti:
‘What were you doing at eight yesterday evening?’ ‘| was watching a football game on TV.” /,,Co
si robil/a véera vecer o 6smej hodine?” ,,Pozeral/a som futbalovy zdpas v televizii.”

e dejoch, ktorych priebeh bol preruseny inym kratsim dejom (pre kratsi dej pouzivame minuly ¢as
jednoduchy):
When she was skiing down the slope, another skier crashed into her. / Ked'isla dole po zjazdovke,
iny lyZiar do nej narazil.

e pozadie nejakej udalosti:
On the day of the match the sun was shining and a light breeze was blowing./ V deri zdpasu
svietilo sinko a fukal lahky vdnok.

Question tags and echo questions

Doplriovacie otazky (Question tags)

e Doplnovacie otazky su kratke otazky pripojené ku koncu vety, pomocou ktorych Ziadame

(s klesajucou intonaciou) alebo kladieme otazku (s vzrastajucou intonaciou).

you, she, they).

Urcujlce vztainé vety od zbytku vety neoddelujeme ciarkami:
The girl who is sitting next to the bride is her sister Kerry. / Dievca, ktoré sedi vedla nevesty, je jej
sestra Kerry.
Uréujlce vztazné vety mézu byt uvadzané slovami:
o who alebo that, ked hovorime o fudoch:
Mrs Wilkes is the person who/that moved in last week. / Pan Wilkes je ten, ktory sa
pristahoval minuly tyden.

Elderly people living alone (=who live alone) should have friends or family to care for them. /
Starsi ludia, ktori Ziju sami, mali by mat priatelov alebo rodinu, ktori sa o nich postaraju.

Children raised (= who were raised) in a bilingual environment may begin to speak a littler later. /
Deti, ktoré boli vychované v dvojjazycnom prostredi, méZu zacat hovorit o nieco neskor.
Skracovat mozno vztazné vety urcujlce aj neurcujlce:

Do you know the man talking (= who is talking) to Mr Schwartz? / Pozndte muZa, ktory hovori

s pdnom Schwartzom? (urcujuca)

Rich people, accustomed (= who are accuustomed) to luxurious living, will never understand poor
people. / Bohati ludia, ktori st zvyknuti na Zivot v luxuse, nikdy neporozumeji chudobnym.

If the temperature drops below zero, water freezes. / Ked'teplota klesne pod nulu, voda zamrza.
When babies are hungry, they cry. / Ked'deti su hladné, placu.

Inversion

It’s high time you started recycling your rubbish. / Je najvyssi ¢as, aby si zacal/a recyklovat
odpad.

Pre vyjadrenie domnienky o situdcii v pritomnosti alebo buduicnosti pouzivame modalne slovesa
must/might/may/could/might not/may not/can’t + infinitiv.

Pre vyjadrenie domnienky o situdcii v minulosti pouzivame modalne slovesa
must/might/may/could/might not/may not/can’t + have + pricastie minulé.

Must vyjadruje silné presvedcenie, ktoré hranici s istotou, Ze nieco je alebo bola pravda:

There must be something wrong with the engine. /S motorom urcite nie je nieco v poriadku.
She must have made a mistake in her calculations. / Musela urobit chybu vo svojich vypoctoch.
Might, may a could vyjadruji mozZnost, Ze nieco je, bude alebo bolo mozné alebo
pravdepodobné:

This might/may/could be the article I'm looking for. / To by mohol byt ten ¢lénok, ktory hladdm.
Scientists disagree on what might/may/could happen to the Earth in the future. / Vedci sa
rozchddzaju v ndzoroch na to, ¢o by sa mohlo stat na Zemi v buducnosti.



Life on the Earth might/may/could have originated from another planet. / Zivot na zemi mohol
vzniknut z inej planéty.

Might not a may not vyjadruju neistotu, moznost, Ze nieco nie je, nebude alebo nebola pravda.
Black hole might not/may not exist at all. / Ciernd diera pravdepodobne vébec neexistuje.

Here are some facts you may not/might not have heard about. / Je tu niekolko faktov, o ktorych
si pravdepodobne nepocul/a.

He can’t be English; his accent is too strong. / On urcite nie je Angli¢an; jeho prizvuk je prilis silny.
